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Classrooms for Malawi Volunteer Team 2019 Application
Thank you for your interest in joining the Classrooms for Malawi Volunteer Team. Our message is simple: we want to take children out of poverty and into education. In Malawi, one of the poorest countries in the world, there is a deficit of over 70,000 classrooms. We work to help eradicate this deficit because we believe education is the most sustainable route out of poverty.
Since 2013 our volunteer teams have travelled to Malawi to build and/or renovate classrooms in schools in some of the poorest communities. This application is the first stage of the selection process. If you are successful, you will be informed by the end of September and invited to an interview.
Before submitting an application for the Classrooms for Malawi Volunteer Team, you should be aware of the significant personal and team commitment you will enter into. Please be certain that you can commit to the months you select on the application form. Furthermore, please read through the Commitment Summary below – you will be expected to accept these commitments if you are chosen to be part of the team.
It should be emphasised that being part of the Volunteer Team does not simply involve a trip to Malawi ­ your full commitment is required throughout the year and beyond in terms of fundraising support and acting as a charity ambassador.
Summary of Commitments
You must demonstrate full commitment to the Charity by attending all monthly team meetings between September 2017 to June 2019. Meetings are held in the Classrooms for Malawi office at 2 Kirkwood Street, Rutherglen, G73 2SL. 
Each person selected will be required to fundraise towards the costs of their Classrooms for Malawi Volunteer project. This will include building materials and other similar costs required to build/refurbish classrooms in Malawi. Currently we ask each team member to raise a minimum of £1,000 to contribute towards these costs. 
If selected, you will also be required to personally meet the cost of travel, accommodation, food and other costs. Our current estimate of these costs are a further £1,500 (subject to changes in airline costs etc.). These costs will be confirmed as soon as possible. Should you opt to raise these personal costs through fundraising or sponsorship you must make it clear in all publicity and any presentations that you are fundraising to cover your own personal costs and not for the charity funds. Any funds raised in the name of Classrooms for Malawi must go directly to the charity and cannot be used for your personal costs. Further guidance will be provided at the first team meeting. 
We hold an annual Classrooms for Malawi Fundraising Ball (likely to be held in April 2019) and each member of the team is encouraged to bring along a table of ten. Tickets for the ball cost £50.These funds are used to support Classrooms for Malawi activities and projects. 
You will also be responsible for funding all personal medical costs and travel insurance. You will be asked to give a written undertaking that all medical requirements and appropriate travel insurance are in place before departure for Malawi. In addition, you will be asked to sign the Classrooms for Malawi 2019 Team Members Code of Conduct document.
